Then this stripped-down Punkt MPO1 phone (2) is stylish, yet much
simpler to operate than modern smartphones, losing the big screen
andinternet capabilities, retailing for $329 (punkt.ch). Finally, Kodak's
new Super 8 film camera (3) retails foraround $400 — it uses the old
three-minutefilm cartridges of yesterday (Kodak invented the format
in 1965), backed up by a digital viewfinder, SD card slots, USB and
HDM I connections. Cartridges are sent to Kodak to be processed,
just as they used to be (kodak.com).
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
